A few famous Bible-believers

• Sir Francis Bacon – inventor of scientific method
• Johannes Kepler – defined laws of planetary motion
• Galileo Galilei – influential physicist, astronomer, 

scientists
• Blaise Pascal – mathematician, developed calculus
• Isaac Newton – defined rules of gravity, etc.
• Francis Collins – leader of Human Genome Project 

(first to map DNA)
• Andrew Pinsent – Physicist, co-inventor of creation of 

the Large Electron-Positron Collider at CERN
• Copernicus, Boyle, Pascal, Faraday, Maxwell, Kelvin, 

etc.

Original Copies of Ancient Books
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Detailed, eye-witness accounts

• Eye-witness accounts

–Matthew 14:19-21 > 5000 witnesses to 
Jesus’ creation of food

–1 Corinthians 15:3-6 > 500 witnesses to 
Jesus’ resurrection

• Detailed reporting of actual events

– John 21:11 >  153 Fish

–Mark 4:37,38 >  Jesus sleeping on a cushion



Would you write this?

• Mark 14:35,36 > “take this cup from me”

• Mark 15:34 > “My God, my God, why have you 
forsaken me?”

• Mark 16:1,4,5  > “the women…”



Over 25,000 historical Bible sites have

Bible Writers and Timeline

• Bible was written:

– Over 1600 years: 1500BC to 100AD

– 40 separate writers in three languages

– Kings, fishermen, prophets, a doctor…

Detailed, Accurate Prophecies

• Isaiah 44:24,28
– Written about 700BC before Cyrus was born and while 

the temple was standing

– Ezra 1:1-3 written 150 years later (538BC)

• Daniel 9:25,26
– Written about 600BC.  Predicts that 483 lunar years 

between decree to rebuild Jerusalem and Messiah

– Nehemiah 2:1,6-8  Artaxerxes writes decree in 444BC

– Jesus rides into Jerusalem in 33AD.

• Over 300 specific prophecies about Jesus



Real Human Experience

• Genesis 12:2,12,13  > Abraham lies

• Mark 14:69-71 > Peter denies

• Romans 3:23 > Everyone sins
