Lesson 16 – Jesus Arrested, Killed, and Risen
Mark 14:32-42
32  Then they came to a place which was named Gethsemane; and He said to His disciples, "Sit here while I pray."

33  And He took Peter, James, and John with Him, and He began to be troubled and deeply distressed.

34  Then He said to them, "My soul is exceedingly sorrowful, even to death. Stay here and watch."

35  He went a little farther, and fell on the ground, and prayed that if it were possible, the hour might pass from Him.

36  And He said, "Abba, Father, all things are possible for You. Take this cup away from Me; nevertheless, not what I will, but what You will."

37  Then He came and found them sleeping, and said to Peter, "Simon, are you sleeping? Could you not watch one hour?

38  "Watch and pray, lest you enter into temptation. The spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak."

39  Again He went away and prayed, and spoke the same words.

40  And when He returned, He found them asleep again, for their eyes were heavy; and they did not know what to answer Him.

41  Then He came the third time and said to them, "Are you still sleeping and resting? It is enough! The hour has come; behold, the Son of Man is being betrayed into the hands of sinners.

42  "Rise, let us be going. See, My betrayer is at hand."

Where did Jesus go and who did Jesus take with Him?

What did Jesus pray and what were the disciples doing while Jesus prayed?

Mark 14:43-50
43  And immediately, while He was still speaking, Judas, one of the twelve, with a great multitude with swords and clubs, came from the chief priests and the scribes and the elders.

44  Now His betrayer had given them a signal, saying, "Whomever I kiss, He is the One; seize Him and lead Him away safely."

45  As soon as He had come, immediately he went up to Him and said to Him, "Rabbi, Rabbi!" and kissed Him.

46  Then they laid their hands on Him and took Him.

47  And one of those who stood by drew his sword and struck the servant of the high priest, and cut off his ear.

48  Then Jesus answered and said to them, "Have you come out, as against a robber, with swords and clubs to take Me?

49  "I was daily with you in the temple teaching, and you did not seize Me. But the Scriptures must be fulfilled."

50  Then they all forsook Him and fled.

Who led the crowd to Jesus and what sign did that man use to show which person Jesus was?
What did Jesus say to the crowd about the way that they were arresting Him?

What was the reaction of the disciples?

Mark 14:55-59

55  Now the chief priests and all the council sought testimony against Jesus to put Him to death, but found none.

56  For many bore false witness against Him, but their testimonies did not agree.

57  Then some rose up and bore false witness against Him, saying,

58  "We heard Him say, ‘I will destroy this temple made with hands, and within three days I will build another made without hands.’"

59  But not even then did their testimony agree.

Were the leaders finding good reasons to convict Jesus?
Were the people accusing Jesus with truthful accusations?

Mark 14:60-65
60  And the high priest stood up in the midst and asked Jesus, saying, "Do You answer nothing? What is it these men testify against You?"

61  But He kept silent and answered nothing. Again the high priest asked Him, saying to Him, "Are You the Christ, the Son of the Blessed?"

62  Jesus said, "I am. And you will see the Son of Man sitting at the right hand of the Power, and coming with the clouds of heaven."

63  Then the high priest tore his clothes and said, "What further need do we have of witnesses?

64  "You have heard the blasphemy! What do you think?" And they all condemned Him to be deserving of death.

65  Then some began to spit on Him, and to blindfold Him, and to beat Him, and to say to Him, "Prophesy!" And the officers struck Him with the palms of their hands.

What did the high priest ask Jesus and what was His answer?

What crime did the high priest accuse Jesus of and what was the punishment for this crime?

What did the people begin to do to Jesus?

When Jesus came the first time to the world, He came to be the Savior.  The next time Jesus comes to the world, it will be as the almighty Son of God to judge of all people.  The next time He comes, He will be sitting alongside of His Father, and everyone will see that He is really God.

Mark 15:1-5

1  Immediately, in the morning, the chief priests held a consultation with the elders and scribes and the whole council; and they bound Jesus, led Him away, and delivered Him to Pilate.

2  Then Pilate asked Him, "Are You the King of the Jews?" He answered and said to him, "It is as you say."

3  And the chief priests accused Him of many things, but He answered nothing.

4  Then Pilate asked Him again, saying, "Do You answer nothing? See how many things they testify against You!"

5  But Jesus still answered nothing, so that Pilate marveled.

What was Pilate’s question and what was Jesus’ answer?

The Romans who ruled Israel would not allow the Jews to kill anyone unless they gave permission.  Caesar, the Roman emperor, had appointed Pilate to be the governor of Samaria and Judea.  So, the leaders took Jesus to Pilate, hoping he would condemn Him to death.

Mark 15:6-11

6  Now at the feast he was accustomed to releasing one prisoner to them, whomever they requested.

7  And there was one named Barabbas, who was chained with his fellow rebels; they had committed murder in the rebellion.

8  Then the multitude, crying aloud, began to ask him to do just as he had always done for them.

9  But Pilate answered them, saying, "Do you want me to release to you the King of the Jews?"

10  For he knew that the chief priests had handed Him over because of envy.

11  But the chief priests stirred up the crowd, so that he should rather release Barabbas to them.

What was the custom during this feast time (the Passover)?

Why did Pilate think that the leaders had accused Jesus of crime?

Who did the leaders want released?

Mark 15:12-14

12  Pilate answered and said to them again, "What then do you want me to do with Him whom you call the King of the Jews?"

13  So they cried out again, "Crucify Him!"

14  Then Pilate said to them, "Why, what evil has He done?" But they cried out all the more, "Crucify Him!"

What did the people want done with Jesus?

Did Pilate think that Jesus was guilty?

Crucifixion was used by the Romans for the very worst of criminals.  This punishment was bad because usually the person did not die immediately.  He would endure hours and sometimes days of intense physical pain before dying.

Mark 15:15-19

15  So Pilate, wanting to gratify the crowd, released Barabbas to them; and he delivered Jesus, after he had scourged Him, to be crucified.

16  Then the soldiers led Him away into the hall called Praetorium, and they called together the whole garrison.

17  And they clothed Him with purple; and they twisted a crown of thorns, put it on His head,

18  and began to salute Him, "Hail, King of the Jews!"

19  Then they struck Him on the head with a reed and spat on Him; and bowing the knee, they worshiped Him.

What did Pilate do before handing Jesus over to the people?
What did the soldiers do to Jesus?

Records from this period tell us about scourging.  The whip had many lashes of leather.  Pieces of metal and bone were tied onto the lashes so they would cut the back of the prisoner when he was beaten.  The prisoner was tied down during this time so he couldn’t escape.  This punishment cut the flesh, muscles, and nerves, often putting the victim into severe shock.  Some prisoners died from the scourging itself.

Mark 15:20-22

20  And when they had mocked Him, they took the purple off Him, put His own clothes on Him, and led Him out to crucify Him.

21  Then they compelled a certain man, Simon a Cyrenian, the father of Alexander and Rufus, as he was coming out of the country and passing by, to bear His cross.

22  And they brought Him to the place Golgotha, which is translated, Place of a Skull.

Who carried Jesus’ cross?

Where did they lead Jesus?

Mark 15:23, 24 - Then they gave Him wine mingled with myrrh to drink, but He did not take it.  And when they crucified Him, they divided His garments, casting lots for them to determine what every man should take.

Would Jesus take the wine mixed with myrrh?

What did they do with Jesus’ clothes?

The drink was prepared by women of Jerusalem as an act of mercy to help deaden the pain of those who were being crucified.

For His crucifixion, nails were driven through Jesus’ hands and feet into a wooden cross, and then the cross was placed in an upright position.

Do you remember that Jesus had told Nicodemus that, just as Moses had lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, so the Son of Man would be lifted up so that sinners could be saved from punishment?  Jesus was nailed to the cross and lifted up just as He said He would be.

Mark 15:25, 26 - Now it was the third hour, and they crucified Him.  And the inscription of His accusation was written above: THE KING OF THE JEWS.

When was Jesus crucified?

What did the sign above Jesus say?

Usually a sign was put above the criminal to indicate what crime he had been found guilty of committing.  Because Jesus had committed no crime, Pilate could find nothing to charge Him with.  Pilate said that the sign should be placed above Jesus although Pilate didn’t believe that Jesus was King of the Jews.  He possibly did this to mock the Jews and their desire to be free from the control of the Romans and have their own king.  The Jews did not want Pilate to put this title above Jesus’ head where everyone could read it.

Mark 15:27, 28 - With Him they also crucified two robbers, one on His right and the other on His left.  So the Scripture was fulfilled which says, "And He was numbered with the transgressors."

Who was crucified with Jesus?

Mark 15:29-32

29  And those who passed by blasphemed Him, wagging their heads and saying, "Aha! You who destroy the temple and build it in three days,

30  "save Yourself, and come down from the cross!"

31  Likewise the chief priests also, mocking among themselves with the scribes, said, "He saved others; Himself He cannot save.

32  "Let the Christ, the King of Israel, descend now from the cross, that we may see and believe." Even those who were crucified with Him reviled Him.

What were the people doing to Jesus?

Mark 15:33-41
33  Now when the sixth hour had come, there was darkness over the whole land until the ninth hour.

34  And at the ninth hour Jesus cried out with a loud voice, saying, "Eloi, Eloi, lama sabachthani?" which is translated, "My God, My God, why have You forsaken Me?"

35  Some of those who stood by, when they heard that, said, "Look, He is calling for Elijah!"

36  Then someone ran and filled a sponge full of sour wine, put it on a reed, and offered it to Him to drink, saying, "Let Him alone; let us see if Elijah will come to take Him down."

37  And Jesus cried out with a loud voice, and breathed His last.

38  Then the veil of the temple was torn in two from top to bottom.

39  So when the centurion, who stood opposite Him, saw that He cried out like this and breathed His last, he said, "Truly this Man was the Son of God!"

40  There were also women looking on from afar, among whom were Mary Magdalene, Mary the mother of James the Less and of Joses, and Salome,

41  who also followed Him and ministered to Him when He was in Galilee, and many other women who came up with Him to Jerusalem.

Why did God turn His back on Jesus, His beloved Son?  Jesus had always obeyed God and had never done anything wrong, but God punished Jesus for the sins He was dying for.  Jesus suffered the complete punishment for our sins so that God could freely forgive and accept us as His children if we agree with God and trust only in Jesus. 

At the beginning of the lesson we said that this event is important in relationship to all of history.  This is the event that God’s prophets spoke of.  Jesus is the Savior of the world.  The Bible is God’s letter to us, and this is God’s message for each of us.  This is the reason that God sent His Son to the earth.  This is what God has done so that we can be delivered forever from Satan, sin, and death.

Let’s look at four main points:

1.  Sin must be paid for – God could never forgive our sin and accept us unless the punishment for our sin was completely paid for.  The punishment is death – physical death and eternal separation from God in Hell.  The only way that Jesus could deliver us was for Him to take our place before God and be punished for our sins.
2.  Jesus was sinless – Jesus did not have any of His own sins for which He had to die.  Jesus was perfect.  Because Jesus was sinless, He was able to offer Himself to God as the offering for our sins.  Remember that in the Old Testament, God demanded a perfect sacrifice from the people.  In the same way, because Jesus was without fault before God, He was able to offer Himself to God in our place.

3.  Jesus was separated from God for our sins – Jesus suffered greatly by betrayal of His friends, false accusations by the Jews, and terrible physical pain; but none of those things moved Him as deeply as what He faced to complete the punishment for our sins.

4.  Jesus did all that was necessary for our deliverance from Satan, sin, and death - All those who agree with God and trust in Jesus and His death for them are forgiven by God of all their sins.  God gives them the gift of everlasting life.  Jesus Christ did for us what we could not do ourselves to bring us to God.  The work that Jesus did for us by dying on the cross for our sins is the only work that God will ever accept as payment for our sins.  When we put our trust in what Jesus did for us on the cross, we are united with God through Jesus Christ.
Mark 15:42-46

42  Now when evening had come, because it was the Preparation Day, that is, the day before the Sabbath,

43  Joseph of Arimathea, a prominent council member, who was himself waiting for the kingdom of God, coming and taking courage, went in to Pilate and asked for the body of Jesus.

44  Pilate marveled that He was already dead; and summoning the centurion, he asked him if He had been dead for some time.

45  So when he found out from the centurion, he granted the body to Joseph.

46  Then he bought fine linen, took Him down, and wrapped Him in the linen. And he laid Him in a tomb which had been hewn out of the rock, and rolled a stone against the door of the tomb.

Who asked for Jesus’ body and where was Jesus’ body put?

Luke 24:1-7

1  Now on the first day of the week, very early in the morning, they, and certain other women with them, came to the tomb bringing the spices which they had prepared.

2  But they found the stone rolled away from the tomb.

3  Then they went in and did not find the body of the Lord Jesus.

4  And it happened, as they were greatly perplexed about this, that behold, two men stood by them in shining garments.

5  Then, as they were afraid and bowed their faces to the earth, they said to them, "Why do you seek the living among the dead?

6  "He is not here, but is risen! Remember how He spoke to you when He was still in Galilee,

7  "saying, ‘The Son of Man must be delivered into the hands of sinful men, and be crucified, and the third day rise again.’"

Which day did the women go to the tomb?  Why did they go to the tomb?  What did the women find when they got to the tomb?

Did the women see Jesus’ body?  What did the angels tell the women?

It was the custom of the Jews to put fragrant spices on the body of the dead before they were buried, but Jesus had been hurriedly buried.  The Jewish people were in the middle of their Passover when He died, so the women hadn’t had time to put the spices on His body.  The next day was their Sabbath and they weren’t allowed to do any work on that day.  So, they waited until Sunday to anoint Jesus’ body.

Jesus is God and came down to earth and became a man to deliver us from Satan, sin, and death.  He knew before He left Heaven that He must give His life for our deliverance, but He also knew that He would rise again and that He would never die again.

Luke 24:8-12

8  And they remembered His words.

9  Then they returned from the tomb and told all these things to the eleven and to all the rest.

10  It was Mary Magdalene, Joanna, Mary the mother of James, and the other women with them, who told these things to the apostles.

11  And their words seemed to them like idle tales, and they did not believe them.

12  But Peter arose and ran to the tomb; and stooping down, he saw the linen cloths lying by themselves; and he departed, marveling to himself at what had happened.

Did the disciples believe the women?

Who went to the tomb himself to see if it was true?

We are sure that Jesus is the Son of God and the promised Savior because God raised Him from the dead.  The Jewish leaders crucified Jesus because He claimed to be the Son of God, but God raised Jesus from the dead so that everyone would know that Jesus was who He claimed to be.

We know that God was fully satisfied with the payment which Jesus made for our sins.  If God had not been fully satisfied with Jesus’ payment for sins, He wouldn’t have raised Him from the dead.  God showed us that there is no more debt to pay by releasing Jesus from death and raising Him back to life.

So, how can you be delivered from Satan, sin, and death?  You must put your complete trust in the Lord Jesus, believing that He gave His blood as the full payment for your sins and rose again from the dead to give you eternal life.

Luke 24:13-24

13  Now behold, two of them were traveling that same day to a village called Emmaus, which was seven miles from Jerusalem.

14  And they talked together of all these things which had happened.

15  So it was, while they conversed and reasoned, that Jesus Himself drew near and went with them.

16  But their eyes were restrained, so that they did not know Him.

17  And He said to them, "What kind of conversation is this that you have with one another as you walk and are sad?"

18  Then the one whose name was Cleopas answered and said to Him, "Are You the only stranger in Jerusalem, and have You not known the things which happened there in these days?"

19  And He said to them, "What things?" So they said to Him, "The things concerning Jesus of Nazareth, who was a Prophet mighty in deed and word before God and all the people,

20  "and how the chief priests and our rulers delivered Him to be condemned to death, and crucified Him.

21  "But we were hoping that it was He who was going to redeem Israel. Indeed, besides all this, today is the third day since these things happened.

22  "Yes, and certain women of our company, who arrived at the tomb early, astonished us.

23  "When they did not find His body, they came saying that they had also seen a vision of angels who said He was alive.

24  "And certain of those who were with us went to the tomb and found it just as the women had said; but Him they did not see."

What were the two men talking about as they walked?

Did they recognize Jesus?

Luke 24:25-27

25  Then He said to them, "O foolish ones, and slow of heart to believe in all that the prophets have spoken!

26  "Ought not the Christ to have suffered these things and to enter into His glory?"

27  And beginning at Moses and all the Prophets, He expounded to them in all the Scriptures the things concerning Himself.

What did Jesus teach these men?

Luke 24:28-32

28  Then they drew near to the village where they were going, and He indicated that He would have gone farther.

29  But they constrained Him, saying, "Abide with us, for it is toward evening, and the day is far spent." And He went in to stay with them.

30  Now it came to pass, as He sat at the table with them, that He took bread, blessed and broke it, and gave it to them.

31  Then their eyes were opened and they knew Him; and He vanished from their sight.

32  And they said to one another, "Did not our heart burn within us while He talked with us on the road, and while He opened the Scriptures to us?"

When did the men realize that Jesus was the man who was with them?

Luke 24:35-43

35  And they told about the things that had happened on the road, and how He was known to them in the breaking of bread.

36  Now as they said these things, Jesus Himself stood in the midst of them, and said to them, "Peace to you."

37  But they were terrified and frightened, and supposed they had seen a spirit.

38  And He said to them, "Why are you troubled? And why do doubts arise in your hearts?

39  "Behold My hands and My feet, that it is I Myself. Handle Me and see, for a spirit does not have flesh and bones as you see I have."

40  When He had said this, He showed them His hands and His feet.

41  But while they still did not believe for joy, and marveled, He said to them, "Have you any food here?"

42  So they gave Him a piece of a broiled fish and some honeycomb.

43  And He took it and ate in their presence.

What was the disciple’s first reaction when they saw Jesus appear to them?

What did Jesus show them to “prove” that it was Him?

Luke 24:44-49

44  Then He said to them, "These are the words which I spoke to you while I was still with you, that all things must be fulfilled which were written in the Law of Moses and the Prophets and the Psalms concerning Me."

45  And He opened their understanding, that they might comprehend the Scriptures.

46  Then He said to them, "Thus it is written, and thus it was necessary for the Christ to suffer and to rise from the dead the third day,

47  "and that repentance and remission of sins should be preached in His name to all nations, beginning at Jerusalem.

48  "And you are witnesses of these things.

49  "Behold, I send the Promise of My Father upon you; but tarry in the city of Jerusalem until you are endued with power from on high."

What was going to be proclaimed to all the nations and who would proclaim it?

Where were the disciples supposed to stay until they received the power from above?

John 3:16 - "For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life.
This is God’s message for you and me.  God wants us to believe what He has done for us through Jesus Christ so that we will be accepted by Him and be able to share the Good News with others.

Although we haven’t seen Jesus with our eyes, we have the message of the Bible.  It is important that you believe this message which God has written in His Word.  If you agree with what God has written in His Word and trust only in Jesus and His payment for your sins, then God forgives all your sins and accepts you and gives you the gift of everlasting life.

Acts 1:9-11

9  Now when He had spoken these things, while they watched, He was taken up, and a cloud received Him out of their sight.

10  And while they looked steadfastly toward heaven as He went up, behold, two men stood by them in white apparel,

11  who also said, "Men of Galilee, why do you stand gazing up into heaven? This same Jesus, who was taken up from you into heaven, will so come in like manner as you saw Him go into heaven."

What happened to Jesus?

Who came to speak to the disciples and what did they tell the them?

Jesus is coming back to this earth again, but when He comes, it won’t be to deliver sinners from Satan, sin, and death – Jesus has already completed that work.  The next time Jesus comes, it will be as the great almighty Judge of the whole earth.

Revelation 20:15 - And anyone not found written in the Book of Life was cast into the lake of fire.
God’s message to us is very clear.  All of Jesus’ disciples (except Judas who betrayed Him) believed in Jesus.  They knew He was the one whom God had promised to send.  They saw His miracles; they saw Him die; they saw Him alive again; they saw Him go up into the clouds.  The disciples went out and told others about Jesus, and many thousands believe their message.  But others opposed them just as Jesus had been opposed.  Historians have recorded that all of Jesus’ disciples died after being punished by men for their faith in Christ.  Some of the disciples were tortured; some were crucified; one died in prison.  Would these men have given their lives for a lie?
